The Cologne Cathedral is one of the most famous cathedrals in the world. It is
Germany’s most visited landmark with 20,000 visitors passing through every day.

Work
restarted in the 1800’s and it was completed in 1880. Its spires are the second tallest of
any spires in the world. It was built as a place for the Roman emperor to worship. As
beautiful as this building is, we have discovered the church of Jesus Christ is not about
mortar and bricks. It's about the fact that mankind is lost, and God loved the world so
much, He sent His only Son to die on a cross.
